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BACKGROUND

The 3.04 acre parcel located at 14102 E. Highway 20, Clearlake Oaks, CA (APN 006-
550-24) is owned by the County of Lake. (See map attached as Exhibit A.) The vacant
property is zoned R3 Multi-Family Residential. The parcel is served by a well
(untested), potable water from Clearlake Oaks Water District, septic system, and
electricity.

The property was obtained to be the location of a 23 unit senior housing facility with a
55 space parking lot. The plans, prepared by the project architect, Peter Givas, are
available for review. The County found a more suitable location for the senior housing
facility making this property surplus.

SCOPE OF WORK

Subject to negotiations, the County expects the selected Broker to enter into a listing

agreement to include the following:

+ Agree to a non-exclusive, 6 month listing of the property at a minimum sales price of
$145,000.

» Aggressively market the property.

« Agree to a total commission of 5%, which may be shared with another broker under
certain circumstances pursuant to State law. (See item no. 5 on attached Exhibit B.)

+ Agree to a termination clause.

PROCESS

The County is not able to sell property like a private party. State law requires the
Board of Supervisors to set the minimum sales price and other terms and conditions of
the sale, and then advertise for bids for a specified number of days. The County has
completed this process twice and has not received any bids.

To avoid having the Board of Supervisors repeat this process until a serious buyer is
identified, the County proposes the following process: The selected Broker will market
the property. The County may also continue advertising the property for sale. Once the
Broker identifies a serious buyer willing to pay the minimum price of $145,000, the
Broker should contact County staff.

As soon as possible thereafter, County staff will present a resolution to the Board of
Supervisors establishing the terms and conditions of the sale (see sample Exhibit B)
and schedule the bid opening date three weeks in the future. After the Board adopts
the resolution, staff will publish the legally required notice.

On the specified date and time, the Board will open written bids, call for oral bids, and
determine the highest bidder. (See attached Exhibit B, Terms and Conditions).
