Notice of Draft Connection Restriction, CLMSD

The City of Lakeport has received a faxed transmittal from the California Regional Water Quality Control Board - Central Valley Region containing a Notice of Draft Connection Restriction for the City of Lakeport Municipal Sewer District, City of Lakeport wastewater treatment facility. According to the Notice, effective immediately no new structures may connect to the City of Lakeport Municipal Sewer District collection system (which involves all of the City of Lakeport south of Sixteenth Street and County areas in the South Main Street / Soda Bay Road areas) except those authorized by a building permit issued prior to the January 18, 2007 Notice of Public Hearing. The Notice does contain additional limited exceptions.

 

This Notice, which was addressed to Richard Knoll, Acting City Manager, at City Hall in Lakeport, included an attached formal Public Hearing Notice concerning the Cease and Desist Order and Connection Restriction which indicates that a formal public hearing concerning this matter will be held during the Regional Board meeting scheduled for March 15 and 16, 2007, 8:30 a.m. at the Central Valley Regional Water Quality Control Board Office at 11020 Sun Center Drive, #200, Rancho Cordova, CA 95670-6114.
